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The School District of New Holstein will recognize all high school students to voluntarily complete an
average of 10 hours of community service per year for a total of 40 hours during a student’s high
school experience. Recognition will consist of cords for graduation, written acknowledgement in
the graduation program, and verbal recognition during the awards ceremony. Most scholarship
applications ask specifically for community service as a selection component.

Community service is to be service to the larger community. If you are unsure of an activity, check
with the guidance office. If you do volunteer work within the school community, you may use a
maximum of half your required total hours. The acceptable hours are a minimum; we encourage you
to help in the community because it is needed, helps others, and FEELS GOOD. There are a few
things in life as intrinsically rewarding as knowing you had part in helping others.
